Giving is a Spiritual Matter

We thank you for giving to
the ministries and the
operations of the church.
Your prayerful consideration
is appreciated, because
without you, we don’t even
get off the ground. You are
a vital part of God’s dream
for Nameoki. Just as you
give with prayerful attention,
paying our expenses is also
a process best initiated by
prayer. We are stewards in
concert together.

Giving back to God is more
than a financial theme. It
becomes a spiritual matter,
in that; we grow spiritually
as we give in faith. Hereis
some information for the
year 2009.

We did not finish the year in
the black without the help of
$4,800 from the Barbeque
fund to pay our
apportionments and pay
some of the bills at the end
of the year.

It is interesting to note that
we have some new people
giving in 2009 and more
new pledges for 2010, whict
is awesome. What | can'’t
quite understand is why our
giving for 2009 was $9,000
less than in 2008. | am not
an economist, so | cannot
pinpoint how we have been
so affected by the downturn
in our economy. What | do
surmise is that the St. Louis
area and the metro east is
more affected by industry
and manufacturing than a
numbering of surrounding
counties. Overall the giving
to the churches in the Illinois
area has increased 1.5%.
We in Granite City have not
experienced the same

increases.

| am thankful for the
barbeque - its fellowship
and its support toward the
general fund. Please
prayerfully consider your
commitment to the church ir
2010, because the patterns
we set in our giving this yeal
will have a bearing on our
ministry outreach and
planning for the next five to
ten years.

Here are some of the
amazing things we were
able to accomplish this past
year:

We paid apportionments
in full, which includes
$10,284 to benevolence
and connectional ministry
and clergy support funds
specifically designed to
assist preachers in
emergency situations. That
amount is $21,768 which
also pays salaries in the
district, conference, and the
general church for ministry
and people who facilitate the
appointment process.

An additional $2,979 was
given to various mission
funds and to Janet McCarty,
missionary to the
Philippines, Liberian
pastors, and the breakfast
ministry. Then we add
figures from Sunday school
classes and Men'’s and
Women'’s groups which
come to approximately
$2,900. Don't forget our
Kids in Mission where we
donate our loose change to
at least twelve agencies
each year.

Some of the church groups
like Every Member Busy,
Women'’s Circle, the Youth,

Quiilters, and undesignated
funds are being pooled to
help us with mission giving
and to purchase items
around the church.

We have been faithfully
served and are grateful for
the leadership of all our
staff. Some of our staff has
not received increases in
two years or more. Salaries
paid in 2009 are as follows:

Organist - $ 8,776
Custodian - 8,476
Secretary - 17,843
Nursery - 1,937
Youth Pastor - 11,000
Pastor - 50,635

The Church Council reviews
our program ministry evern
other month and hopes to
continue providing high
quality activities and
opportunities for growth,
learning, and outreach.
Your gifts funded education,
worship, music, church
school, VBS, confirmation
and extraordinary services
and musicals to the tune of
$8,970.

You contributed money to
pay the utility bills,
insurance, improvements,
and upkeep. Thank you for
your gifts. Property
expenses came to $42,052
and that doesn’t include
some special gifts for the
cost of additional
landscaping of $4,000 or
more. We finished the
canopy, and there are plans
for the next phase to
renovate the bathrooms this
year. We presently have
$22,572 in the building fund

The overall expenditures
were $208,555. Thanks again
and keep up the good work.
Keep Jesus and his kingdom
first, and remember, giving
back to God is a spiritual
matter.
