Giving back to God is more 
than a financial theme.

We did not finish the year in 
the black without the help of 
$4,800 from the Barbeque 
fund to pay our 
apportionments and pay 
some of the bills at the end 
of the year. 
                       
It is interesting to note that 
we have some new people 
giving in 2009 and more 
new pledges for 2010, which 
is awesome.  What I can’t 
quite understand is why our 
giving for 2009 was $9,000 
less than in 2008.  I am not 
an economist, so I cannot 
pinpoint how we have been 
so affected by the downturn 
in our economy.  What I do 
surmise is that the St. Louis 
area and the metro east is 
more affected by industry 
and manufacturing than a 
numbering of surrounding 
counties.  Overall the giving 
to the churches in The 
building committee has a 
proposal.  They went over 
the figures for remodeling

the bathrooms and the 
education wing.  They will 
hire outside contractors to 
do the work.  On Sunday, 
February 28 during the 
second service, members  
of the Building Committee 
will present the plan on the 
next phase along with a 
drawing and cost to the 
congregation.  We hope to 
start the campaign to raise 
the funds needed for this 
project as soon as possible.  
Karen Beasley, one of the 
co-chairs of the committee 
discloses, “I know these are 
tough times financially for 
many of us, but I also know 
that we are a mighty church 
and anything is possible.”   
 
The proposal will include  
an option to renovate only 
the bathrooms or to include 
the bathrooms and the 
education wing. 
Karen continued to say, 
“Thank you for your 
continued patience and 
support as we work to get 
the building phases 
completed.  It has been 
great to get the past  
phases done with pledge 
drives and donations.  We 
have not and do not plan  
to take out any loans to 
cover the phases.” 
 
This is an exciting time in 
the life of Nameoki UMC.  I 
pastored another church 
which had a major building 
program.  Excitement 
expanded as time went 
along.  Money was raised.  
Spirit’s were lifted.  
Motivation was 
contagious, but there is a 
price.  Commitments were 
necessary.  People grew 
tired as they volunteered.  

Hundreds of hours were given, 
over the course of a few years.  
However, the outcome was 
awesome and well worth all the 
efforts and contributions, to God 
be the glory.  Most all building 
programs have the same growing 
curves and challenges.  So we 
are asking for your prayers and 
your feedback.  We can send you 
detailed figures upon request, but 
below is a very brief synopsis of 
the plan and the figures:  
Both bathrooms will be larger 
and accessible.  The toddler 
area and nursery will move over 
to the other side of the hall and 
utilize plumbing for a bathroom 
in the nursery.  Offices will be 
enlarged, copy room moved, 
and classrooms will be 
renovated.   
Restroom Upgrade Only 
Cost estimate  $51,300 
 
Both the Restroom and 
Education Building 
Cost estimate  $83,520 
 
Also, with the entire renovation 
of both areas, there is an option 
to add three Central Air and 
Heating units for three zones 
which will cost an additional 
$15,000 and a cost of $2,000 to 
replace the windows where 
there are window units. 
 
I am confident that if the Lord 
wants this building project to be 
done, then it will happen.  
“Unless the Lord builds the 
house, its builder’s labor in vain” 
(Ps.127:1).
